We entered the ringing competition at Week St Mary in October and finished the year with a dinner 

at The Olive Tree, organised by our friends at Launcells.  

We took up the offer for the Guild President, Owen, and our branch Chairman Julian to have a survey 

of the condition of our bells in November. They were able to fix some minor problems and we have 

adopted their suggestion to have our bells inspected annually by Taylors of Loughborough. We intend 

to organise a work party to paint the frame in 2025.
